RAINBOW:

MATERIALS:
Long roll of white paper, about 6 feet 

Red, Orange, Yellow, Green, Blue, and Violet tempera paint

Bowels for each color, Elmer’s glue and small, flat cardboard strips for spreading
OBJECTIVE:
• Discover ways to use color in everyday life.

• Opportunity for students to share their individual ideas of what they value.

• Group collaboration.

• Show first rainbow .pdf slide. Stop.

How do we use color in everyday life?

• Turn to your partner (person sitting beside you) and share two things 

  which you think color is used for.• Tell me what you learned.

• Show pdf of various real world examples of how diverse color is used.

   Grounded in everyday context. In nature, in textiles, in artwork.

• What is the purpose of color with plants? With animals? 
   Attraction (bee, pollination, reproduction), Defense (warning, danger stay away) 

• Show and share 
Value is a shade of color.
• Today, we’re going to talk about a different kind of value.

What do you value?

• What is most important to you? 

• What is of the greatest worth, but does not have monetary value?
• Community, friends, family, love, being helpful, being kind, Mom and Dad

   sharing, team work, giving, gratitude, compassion, cooperation, health,   
   environment, peace, respect, courage, effort

• A community thrives only if every member of the community thrives

• Success is doing well as a whole class and helping each other
Color Groups
• Hand out one sheet of colored paper to each to every child, same color per table.

• Red, Orange, Yellow, Green, Blue, Violet

• Ask them to write three words they value in crayon, cut out

• Glue to large white paper in top down order in a big arc

Red:  brick, rust, cinnamon, red-orange, rose
Orange:  carrot, ginger, tangerine, apricot, peach, 
Yellow:  blond, gold, mustard, goldenrod, lemon, butterscotch
Green:  jade, olive, lime, grass, turquoise, viridian, evergreen 
Blue:  midnight blue, cobalt, navy, sapphire, cerulean, sky, Prussian
Violet:  indigo, lilac, lavender, ultra-marine, purple, magenta
PREP PAINT • Pour into bowls and invite students to join one table at a time according to their “table color”. Create the rainbow using their handprints only!

• Discuss other words for their individual colors
