	Lesson Title:   Make a Map of Your Neighborhood:   Lesson 2


	Description of the Learning-Teaching Context:  

Students are in a 2-3 grade level spit classroom with a wide range of learning and skills, styles and abilities.  One student is challenged with highly functioning Aspergers and a second student is along 
he Autism spectrum. Ethnic makeup is African American 3%, Asian 26%, Hispanic 4%, White 53%, and 
Multi-Ethnic 13%. Students who speak a first language other than English is 26%; Students who qualify for free or reduced-price lunches is 19%.


	Rationale: 

This lesson is important to help students discover a sense of place in relation to the 5 Themes of Geography: Location, Place, Human/Environment Interaction, Movement and Region. Informing new perspectives will allow students to better understand there community and be able to be able to interpret cultural differences outside their community.


	Objective:
· Students will understand that maps serve a variety of purposes.
· Students will understand the usefulness of symbols explained in a key.
· Students will know the location of their neighborhood in relation to local/national geographic landmarks.


	Standards: 

NCSS 3.1.1 Understand and apply basic mapping elements such as symbols, compass rose, labels, and a key to read and construct, maps that display information about neighborhoods or local communities. (title, legend, direction, grid)
NCSS 3.1.2 understand the physical characteristics of places in the community.

NCSS 3.3 understand how ideas and technological developments influence people,resources,and culture.(agr.resources)


	Assessment: 

Students create individual neighborhood maps, with keys, writing and pictures using the information they have gathered in this lesson. Students will share in small group presentations with the class.
I will examine student progress to see if they are recording landforms, water forms, landmarks, compass rose, and bordering neighborhoods in their map keys. Through the process of active map making and application to the larger region within a group activity, I will look for student ability to acquire and organizing geographic information. Small group presentation, and class discussion will provide opportunity for students to compare/contrast and analyze geographic information from each other. Blank WA, maps will be handed out and reviewed for correct labeling during a final portfolio assessment. Written reflection will be reviewed and combined with their individual story maps.


	

	 Materials: 

11 X 17 drawing paper, pencil, colored pencil, markers, tape. glue sticks, construction paper (assorted colors). 6 foot role of white paper for mural (lesson 6 only). Several large, political, road, geographic, and topographic maps of the Eastside and WA State. Examples of a finished product. Map/Key Worksheet. Online resource links. Preload pdfs.



	Instructional Strategies 

Teacher Instruction 

Prep: Classroom:
Create and print signage of Geography definitions:

Community, City, State, County, Continent. 
Post at prominent eye level.
Opening:

Write the word "geography" on the board, and ask students if they know what this word means. Show them the following items: a map, a picture of a place, a food item from another country, a souvenir from a trip to another part of the country or world, and a word in another language. Tell the class that all of these items are things they might learn about when they study geography. 

Development:

Explain that geography is important right in their hometown. In their town people use maps to get around, businesses produce products that are sold to people in other places, and there are people from different countries who speak foreign languages. 
Have students look at some pictures of places in the United States and around the world. Yahooligans). 
Ask them to compare these places to the town or region where they live. Houses: http://www.cepolina.com/house_types.htm
What are the differences? Have them write words and sentences to describe what they notice, and ask them to share their thoughts with the class.

	five themes of geography.] 

Theme 1—Location: (LESSON 2)
U.S. Landmarks, Mapping Intro. WA State.

Show a U.S. geographic map and discuss national landmarks. Hand out Coloring worksheets.
Discuss location relative to some of the major landmarks in their state (e.g., "Washington State is West of the Rocky Mountains and northeast of the Sierra Nevada Mountains in California"). 
Ask kids to color in the Western States.
Model and label Western states, project on overhead. 
Ask kids to color in their county.

Theme 5—Region: Identify the general region of the country this town is in (e.g., Northeast or Southwest), and explain what makes this region unique and different from other parts of the country (e.g., "Phoenix is known for its desert climate and vegetation, mountains, spicy chilies, and other foods"). 
Show a large WA state map. 
(Washington State Road Map.pdf)
Model locate and label WA state Geographic and Political features. Puget Sound, Olympia, Olympic Mountains, Mount Rainier, the Columbia River, Lake Chelan, Chief Joesph Dam, Yakima, plateau, farmland, strait of Juan de Fuca, Prince Admiralty Island. (I do.)  Encourage kids to participate by taking turns at active board. See of hands - assess what they know. (We do). Hand out the Mapping worksheet. Independent work. Kids use keys to reference the map content. (You do.)

Theme 1—Location: (FOLLOW-UP LESSON)
“Neighborhood Mapping”
Show a King County road map. 
Locate and point to objects on that legend.

Lake Washington is to the West of Bellevue, the North Cascade Mountains are to the East. A city to the North is Sammamish. A neighborhood to the South Newcastle. Coal Creek is a river and a local park that is also to the South.
Ask kids to locate their neighbor hood (Newport), a body of water to the West, a landform to the West, the nearest river, the nearest park, a city to the North, a mountain range to the East, a volcano to the South.

Hand out 11 X 17 paper and ask kids to draw a map of their neighborhood using  agrid, a compass rose, and a legend or “key”. Model my neighborhood. List street address, and other streets. List public services.


	Student Activities

Students will be able to consider landmarks in their own region in relation to landmarks in the United States.

Students will be able to locate their town on a map and discuss its relation to WA state landmarks.
Students will design a simple map of a local area that displays information using symbols explained in a key.



	Theme 2—Place:  (FOLLOW-UP LESSON)
Place, Human Interaction, Movement – Language Arts
Hand out the human, movement place worksheet. 
Ask students to describe their neighborhood’s people, animals, and landscape in their own words. Begin KWL chart. How are we connected to other neighborhoods? Transportation, communication, religion, shared geographic features such as lake Washington.

Theme 3—Human/Environment Interaction: Describe some of the changes they have noticed that are caused by people, such as new buildings being constructed or the opening of a new park, and explain how these changes might affect the area's animals and plants. 

Theme 4—Movement: Research Local history online.
Find out where the town's founders came from and where some current ethnic groups in town came from. What economic factors shaped the growth of Bellevue?

Themes 1—Location,2—Place: (FOLLOW-UP LESSON)
6’ Mural.
Show a Google Earth overview of Newport Heights Elementary School. (Don’t tell them what they are looking at) Ask questions about what they observe.

Hand out 8 ½ x 11 paper

Ask them to follow along and draw/copy in plan view what they see, as I sketch school in the center of larger mural.

Assign kids various roles: Dept. of Transportation (streets), Business Economic Development (commerce), Environment http://www.pugetsoundstartshere.org (landforms), Civil Services (police, fire, city hall).

Zoom in on Google maps (street) and ask kids to glue their neighborhood map on the correct street location.


	Student Activities
Students will be able to identify unique characteristics, and historical insight of the town.
 Students will identify key support services in their community. (Fire station, hospital, library, city hall, parks, restaurants, supermarket).




	Closure: 

Hold a class discussion asking students to explain why they think it is important to know about their town's geography. Why is it good to know about the things they have studied in the five activities for this lesson? Why is it important to know how to read maps or to be able to identify the town's common animals and plants? 



	

	Management Issues: 

Worksheets will be copied in advance, mapping references, small groups will facilitate joint problem solving and collaboration. Students will present their findings allowing for comparison discussion between group reports.




	Modifications: 
Struggling: May reduce the number of elements in a key. List only N, S, E, W,  not (NW, SW, NE, SE)

Fast Finishers: (G3) Interpret and analyze data to create a comparison chart that follows population density, resource or land use in another county of Washington State.




	Enrichment: 

G3 students will partner in teams of four to compare/contrast the unique cultural characteristics of regions in the North America, including language, food, customs, religion, stories, music and art. Explain which states are located in the regions (NorthEast, SouthEast, MidWest, SouthWest, West) of the United States. Research: http://www.nashua.edu/novakc/regions/region.htm

Feedback:
I will offer encouragement and praise as I circulate the room during building activities.
