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 THIS NATIVE LAND
Si’al’s Encounter: The person on the beach is Chief Seattle as a 13 year old. His real name is Si’ahl.

· What is Si’ahl looking at?
· Who do you think is on the ship? 

Oregon Territory: In the 1800’s white families who came to live here were given 640 acres of land for free. 

· Look at the map above the wagon- what do you think the orange lines show?
· Why does your family live in Washington instead of some other place?

Duwamish Salmon Camp: Salmon is one of the most important resources for Native Americans living in Washington.

Building a Town: Lumber was a very important resource for early settlers.

 “Ho For The Klondike!”: Many people came to Seattle to get supplies to look for gold in Alaska and Canada. 

· What do the words on the steering wheel say?
· Find the Seattle Clothing Co. Ad- what supplies could miners buy in Seattle?
 “Brother Can You Spare a Dime?”: During the late 1920’s & 1930’s many unemployed and homeless people set up camps near where our stadiums are today.

· What is the man in the photo doing?
· Do you think it would be hard to live in Hooverville?  
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 HOMEFRONT HOME LIFE
Wartime Industries: During the 1940’s women and African Americans were extremely important to wartime industries.
· Do you see any pictures of people wearing a helmet like this?
· What kinds of war supplies might these welders have helped to build?

Civilian Defense: During WWII people would sometimes cover up or turn off their lights so airplanes would not be able to see the city at night!
