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	Description of Student Population:
Students are in a 2-3 grade level spit classroom with a wide range of learning and skills, styles and abilities.  One student is challenged with highly functioning Aspergers and a second student is along the Autism spectrum. Ethnic makeup is African American 3%, Asian 26%, Hispanic 4%, White 53%, and 
Multi-Ethnic 13%. Students who speak a first language other than English is 26%; Students who qualify for free or reduced-price lunches is 19%.

	Stage 2 – Acceptable Evidence
What evidence will show that students understand?
Performance Tasks: Teacher will look at sentence towers, drawings, writing worksheets, neighborhood story maps, legend variety, grid, and accuracy of completed class mural, and sub-state reports by G3 enrichment and modifications.

Key Criteria: Teacher will listen for vocabulary (N,S,E,W, compass rose, grid), local park names, states names, national landmarks, local physical landform names and local political boundaries.


	Stage 3 -- Learning Experiences and Instruction

· LA:  Sentence Towers   (Multicultural: beds and shelters around the world)
· SS:  Where Do You Live?    (map-making and class mural)

· MATH:  Build a 3D model of a Castle (Geometry/Art: prism, pyramid, cylinder, cone)
· FIELD TRIP:  MOHAI, (Students will know that the Great Fire lead to rebuilding Seattle in the early 1900’s, know that Seattle is named after the Duamish tribal leader, Chief S’ah tl.)
